On	the	wall	in	the	background	of	the	previous	picture	is	a	very	eclectic	mix	of	
pictures	and	prints,	including	the	anatomy	of	the	cerebrovascular	system,	the	
peripheral	vestibular	system,	and	the	skull	base;	some	drawings	of	the	limbs	of	an	
animal;	some	visual	fields,	fundus	photographs,	a	“Ski‐und	Bergkalender”	(Sky	and	
mountain	calendar);	and	most	curiously	a	framed	print	of	the	posterior	view	of	a	
“muscleman”	from	Bernhard	Albinus’	Tabulae	sceleti	et	musculorum	corporis	humani	
[1749]	–	though	the	framed	print	is	much	smaller	than	the	very	large	prints	in	the	
original	which	are	something	like	72	cm.
